WHEREAS, in the late 1950’s and early 1960’s, citizens of the City of Mesquite, Texas, began to express an interest in the establishment of a full service public library; and 
WHEREAS, in October 1961, the Mesquite City Council approved a five-year capital improvements program which included the construction of a public library and in December 1961, Mesquite citizens  approved $165,000 for a library building and books in a bond election; and

WHEREAS, in August 1962, a ten member Mesquite Library Planning Advisory Committee was appointed by the City Council to plan the municipal library; and

WHEREAS, in April 1963, construction began on a 6,300-square-foot public library facility and the Mesquite Public Library opened its doors for service in February 1964; and

WHEREAS, over the years, facilities have been expanded to include a 26,000-square-foot Main Library and a 10,000-square-foot Branch Library and holdings have grown to include more than 200,000 items; and
WHEREAS, since the establishment of the library system, patrons have checked out over 14,000,000 items; and
WHEREAS, the Mesquite Public Library System has consistently provided quality library services to the citizens of Mesquite for the past 50 years.
NOW, THEREFORE, I, John Monaco, Mayor of the City of Mesquite, do hereby proclaim Tuesday, February 18, 2014, as:

Mesquite Public Library System Day
in the City of Mesquite, and urge Mesquite residents to join me in extending sincere congratulations and gratitude to the Mesquite Public Library System for enriching the lives of Mesquite citizens by providing a variety of intellectual, educational, recreational and cultural resources for the past 50 years.
