Ronald Glenn De Lord was given a front-door key to the Mesquite Police Department on November 29, 1971.  He served as the president of the Mesquite Police Association in 1975 and 1976; and

WHEREAS, in 1972 Ronald trained a certain rookie officer, the current Mesquite Police Chief; and

WHEREAS, upon leaving the City of Mesquite in 1976 to form CLEAT, Ronald kept his front door key; and
WHEREAS, for the next 30 years, Ronald continuously used that front door key to discuss who was right in certain situations dealing with the police; and
WHEREAS, on December 31, 2006, I, Mayor Mike Anderson of the City of Mesquite, deemed the front door locks to be changed for the purposes of excluding Mr. De Lord’s entrance through the front door.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Mike Anderson, Mayor of the City of Mesquite, do hereby proclaim Tuesday, February 6, 2007, as:

“RONALD GLENN DE LORD BACK DOOR DAY”

in the City of Mesquite, and present him with this key for entrance only through the back door.
