WHEREAS, Crime Stoppers of Lufkin started on June 25, 1983 through a donation from the local Chamber of Commerce.  The program consists of a board of directors and a program coordinator.  The board members are all private Lufkin citizens who donate their time and efforts to help local law enforcement and the community by providing this hotline and information to law enforcement.  The law enforcement coordinator is provided by the Lufkin Police Department; and, 
WHEREAS, Since its inception, the local hotline has taken almost 11,000 tips, resulting in over 1,200 arrests, while authorizing almost $250,000 in cash rewards to callers; and
WHEREAS, Tips to Lufkin Crime Stoppers have also resulted in the recovery of just over one quarter of a million dollars in drug and stolen merchandise; and
WHEREAS, Crime Stoppers has been very successful over the years, taking home numerous state awards for the number of crimes cleared;
