WHEREAS, the Lyric Theatre was first opened in 1914 as an opera house, and soon became a theatre for first-run movies, but closed in 1958 and was used for retail businesses and storage; and  
WHEREAS, Eric Evans, Dr. Nancy Jo Humfeld, and Danny Ingram, laid the foundation for the Lyric Performing Arts Company in 2001 and were introduced to historic preservation specialist Gregg Free; and 
WHEREAS, in 2004, a down payment was made towards the purchase of the building with partial proceeds from a grant from the Arts Council of Brownwood; and
WHEREAS, with major donations from Robert and Bettie Girling, the Hoblitzelle Foundation, and Steve and Teresa Beal, along with many other supporters, have made the $3.2 million restoration and reopening of the Lyric Theatre possible.


NOW, THEREFORE, in recognition of all of those who contributed to the revitalization of the Lyric Theatre, I, Stephen E. Haynes, as Mayor of the City of Brownwood, hereby proclaim December 9, 2014 as:
