
Primary Immune Deficiency Diseases (PIDD) are disorders in which part of the body’s immune system is missing or does not function properly; and

WHEREAS, the World Health Organization recognizes more than 200 variants of Primary Immune Deficiency Disease, affecting 1 in 500 patients around the world; and

WHEREAS, more than 250,000 patients in the United States and ten million patients worldwide, both children and adults, have been diagnosed with PIDD; and

WHEREAS, PIDD causes recurrent, persistent, debilitating, chronic and sometimes fatal infections, and can go undetected because it does not have a unique or predictable set of symptoms that make it easily recognizable; and

WHEREAS, early diagnosis and treatment of PIDD is essential to preventing permanent, physical damage or even death; and

WHEREAS, Primary Immune Deficiency Disease is a family diagnosis, often affecting multiple members of one family, with often extreme financial, emotional and social impact; and

WHEREAS, educating the medical community and public about this life threatening medical condition and raising social consciousness about the impact of the disease is essential in generating support for children, adults and families living with Primary Immune Deficiency Disease.
NOW, THEREFORE, I, John Monaco, Mayor of the City of Mesquite, do hereby proclaim the month of April 2009 as:
 “PRIMARY IMMUNE DEFICIENCY DISEASE AWARENESS MONTH”
