WHEREAS, on September 11, 2001, nearly 3,000 innocent civilians were killed in the heinous attacks and tens of thousands of individuals narrowly escaped the attacks at the Pentagon and World Trade Center and, as witnesses to this tragedy, are forever changed; and

WHEREAS, countless fire departments, police departments, first responders, governmental officials, workers, emergency medical personnel and volunteers responded immediately and heroically to those horrific events; and
WHEREAS, ten years later, the people of the United States and people around the world continue to mourn the tremendous loss of innocent life on that fateful day and thousands of men and women in the United States Armed Forces remain in harm’s way defending the United States against those who seek to threaten our country; and

WHEREAS, World Trade Center survivor Brian Clark worked on the 84th floor of Two World Trade Center.  He is one of only four people who managed to escape from above the impact zone in Tower 2; and 

WHEREAS, Brian was a true hero that day – as he and others left their office and descended the stairs, he assisted others that were already trapped by debris and encouraged them to vacate the building; and
WHEREAS, the City of Mesquite honors Brian Clark for his acts of bravery and heroism on September 11, 2001.

NOW, THEREFORE, on behalf of the Mesquite City Council, I, John Monaco, Mayor of the City of Mesquite, do hereby proclaim Wednesday, September 14, 2011, as:

in the City of Mesquite, and urge our citizens to join with me in recognizing the valuable contributions made by Brian Clark and honor the victims of September 11 by reaffirming our commitment to sustaining our newfound patriotism.
