WHEREAS, the Mesquite Woman’s Club (Club) is the oldest woman’s organization in Mesquite and was organized in 1936 by women from the area’s founding families; and 

WHEREAS, Mrs. John E. Davis and several other former members of the short-lived group Woman’s Civic Club organized the Club with the first meeting held at the First National Bank of Mesquite.  Mrs. N. E. Shands was the Club’s first president and Mrs. J. R. King, Mrs. John E. Davis and Mrs. Frank Agnew were appointed to write the club’s bylaws; and 

WHEREAS, the Mesquite Woman’s Club was ahead of its time by helping to charter many conveniences residents enjoy today which include street markers, house numbers placed on homes, door-to-door mail delivery in the city and the establishment of the public library.  At the Town Square, the Club had a hand in designing a fish pond with a stone wall, which is where the Heritage Square gazebo stands today; and 

WHEREAS, the members have recognized various needs in the Mesquite community and have contributed to the community in many ways including assisting Mesquite High School in purchasing band uniforms and band instruments, coordinating a Mesquite Fire Department appreciation banquet and sponsoring needy high school students; and

WHEREAS, the Mesquite Woman’s Club remains an active group in Mesquite today by contributing to Mesquite ISD through the Parent Teacher Association, Clothing Closet and Centennial Park as well as the Santa Cop program and contributing funds for instruments for 
T. H. McDonald and A. C. New Middle School band and orchestra students.
