Godsby, Syles, E.S. Moore, H. Moore, M.S. Griffin, H.H. Hill, W.H. Lawson, N. Stalls, J.H. Merrick, W.T. Reagor, R.B. Martin, O.E. Collins, James Brown, J.C. Heard, W.H. Harrison, H.L. Lee, Whitmore, E.E. Hewell, E.E. Dorn, L.E. Craig, L.A. Smith, and B.J. Blount.

WHEREAS: This church was a leading church in the community; weddings, funerals, conferences, district meetings, Sunday school conventions, have all been held at Long Chapel CME.

WHEREAS: Children, adults, members and nonmembers all came to learn by leaders of the church.  Leadership training and the general board of Christian education was extended to all.  Mr. Hugh Hackney and wife Olivia R. Hackney worked to improve the church community.

WHEREAS: Mary Lewis has programs throughout the year and some of the best were the Easter programs that children and young adults all had a part in.

WHEREAS: Members of the Long Chapel CME served the whole community to help make it a better place to live and grow with your family.

Now, Therefore, I, Bob Brown, Mayor of Lufkin, do recognize that this church has been a beacon of light in the Lufkin community since it was founded 122 years ago by freed slaves.  Long Chapel CME has served Angelina County for a century and produced productive citizens.
