WHEREAS, KEOM is owned and operated by the Mesquite Independent School District (MISD) and is an educational, nonprofit radio station that provides education and community service announcements with music from the 60s, 70s and 80s; and
WHEREAS, founded by Dr. Ralph H. Poteet, the station signed on the air September 4, 1984, on 88.3 FM with 3,000 watts on a 250-foot tower.  In 1992, the station moved to 88.5 FM and increased its power to 61,000 watts after the completion of a 415-foot city/school communications tower at Mesquite Memorial Stadium; and

WHEREAS, KEOM is a public broadcast station at a signal strength of 61,000 watts and streams worldwide via the internet. KEOM provides locally produced and syndicated community service and educational programs, TSN news, traffic updates, weather forecasts and MISD varsity game broadcasts; and

WHEREAS, High School Radio Day is a day dedicated to high school radio stations where students and advisors can celebrate the uniqueness of their program and make their community, state and country aware of what they do and how they do it; and

WHEREAS, KEOM serves as a learning laboratory for MISD high school students interested in exploring radio and communications as a career field.
NOW, THEREFORE, I, John Monaco, Mayor of the City of Mesquite, do hereby proclaim Wednesday, April 23, 2014, as:

KEOM High School Radio Day
in the City of Mesquite, and encourage the Mesquite and surrounding communities to listen to KEOM and support our local station and its students.
