WHEREAS, epilepsy is a neurological condition that from time to time produces brief disturbances in the normal electrical functions of the brain and is characterized by recurrent, unprovoked seizures; and

WHEREAS, approximately 200,000 new cases of epilepsy are diagnosed each year in this country, primarily among young people with cases among the elderly escalating; and

WHEREAS, epilepsy is tragically shrouded in myth, ignorance and fear which too often work to deprive those with epilepsy the opportunities that will enable them to achieve a normal active and productive life, thus causing undue suffering; and

WHEREAS, the person with epilepsy has the basic human right to be accepted in society without the added burden of discrimination in society, unfair employment practices and superstitious and uninformed attitudes; and

WHEREAS, medical advances have been made which assist many persons with epilepsy in achieving seizure control and normal functioning.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, John Monaco, Mayor of the City of Mesquite, do hereby proclaim the month of November 2012, as:

 National Epilepsy Month
in the City of Mesquite, and urge all citizens to educate themselves about epilepsy so that people with epilepsy can take their rightful place in the mainstream of American society.
