WHEREAS, the first Continental Congress called for a National Day of Prayer in 1775 and President Abraham Lincoln called for a National Day of Prayer in 1863; and 

WHEREAS, the National Day of Prayer was established as an official annual day of observance in 1952 by a joint resolution of the United States Congress and signed into law by President Harry S. Truman.  The law was amended in 1988 by President Ronald Reagan to establish the first Thursday of every May as the National Day of Prayer; and

WHEREAS, at this important time in our nation’s history, we pray for the brave members of our Armed Forces and their families, we pray for their safety, for the recovery of the wounded and for the peace we all seek; and

WHEREAS, the 2014 National Day of Prayer provides an opportunity to pray for our nation, its people and its leaders while honoring the commitment to religious liberty and tolerance that contributes to our continued strength; and
WHEREAS, the theme for the National Day of Prayer 2014 is “One Voice, United in Prayer” and is based on Romans 15:6, which states, “So that with one mind and one voice you may glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

NOW, THEREFORE, I, John Monaco, Mayor of the City of Mesquite, do hereby proclaim Thursday, May 1, 2014, as:

National Day of Prayer
in the City of Mesquite, and in commemoration of this event, urge all citizens to join together in their homes, places of work and places of worship to pray for the unity of the hearts of all mankind, and to continue to pray for our city, our state and our nation.
