WHEREAS, more than 60 years ago a generation of Americans were summoned to serve the United States of America during World War II; and 

WHEREAS, through years of combat and captivity, American service members and allied forces overcame some of the most unforgiving conditions in modern warfare. They weathered bitter winters and punishing heat. They fought on with courage and distinction often outgunned and outmanned. Many Americans suffered wounds – both physical and mental - that would never fully heal. And, many more were captured and tortured; and
WHEREAS, most of all, we honor the Americans who gave their lives defending countries they had never known and people they had never met. Their legacy lives on in the hearts of the American people; and
WHEREAS, more than six decades later, we renew that call to honor and reflect. Now and forever, let us pay tribute to all veterans by upholding the ideals they fought to protect, and by supporting them with the care and respect they so deeply deserve; and
WHEREAS, we salute and pay tribute to the unwavering bravery of Henry Grady Stanley who endured pain and suffering as a POW in the Bataan Death March from April 9, 1942 until his release on September 14, 1945.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, John Monaco, Mayor of the City of Mesquite, do hereby proclaim
July 5, 2013, as:

 “Henry Grady Stanley Day”

in the City of Mesquite, and urge our residents to observe this day in honor of Grady and his service to our country.
